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What it does

This utility runs as a windows application and is built from c#. It allows you to generate a batch of spreadsheets containing one batch months worth of scheme batch records. One spreadsheet is generated for each scheme where the scheme has at least one scheme batch entry for the month in question.
Additionally, where we have a requirement to generate a customised listing for a scheme holder (such as Morrisons), these can also be generated.
How to Use It

The application has the following tabs…

Control

Select the year and month of that batch.

Click the start button to generate the spreadsheets.
To generate a customised spreadsheet, choose the scheme from the dropdown and click the ‘custom’ button.

History

This is a list of event verbage. Double click to see a long message.

Settings

This tab allows you to open a form in which you can edit the settings for the application.

Dependencies

The application expects the Office 2003 library to be installed on the PC.
Make sure that the application has rights to write to the path specified in the user settings.
For the databases connection, an xml file is expected to be present. This is the same file as used in the scanner note utility.

User Settings

There are some settings which need to be set to make the application work. These are stored in the app.config file in the userSettings section. These settings are editable within the application by the user and if this is done, any modified settings are stored in a separate email file. This file can be found somewhere along this path…

drive:\Documents and Settings\SomeUser\Local Settings\Application Data\ApplicationName\

An example full path and file is here…

C:\Documents and Settings\Dave Barkshire\Local Settings\Application Data\ ApplicationName\ ApplicationName.vsh_StrongName_1mmmuknfjfqewimusoc1eb5ijkcvi3w3\1.0.0.0\user.config

When you install the application on a user’s machine they will be using the default settings. When they edit a setting then this setting will be used. If the application is reinstalled, then their modified settings will still be used. To remove any user specific settings, delete the user.config file.

DatabaseSettingsFile The xml file with the database connection string

ExcelFolder The path where the excel files will be written to
