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Overview

This document sets out the details of how the container library works.
What Is The Container Library?

The container library keeps a record of the containers which a supplier holds which belong to us. 

A container is a service which is marked as being a ‘container’. When a container type service is on a job, a quantity for both ‘delivered’ and ‘collected’ is shown to the user at the ‘driver return’ screen.

When a job is completed (turned into an invoice), the library is updated as is the library audit data. Because the job is editable up to the point that it is turned into an invoice, there may be a gap in between the job having been collected and the library data being updated.

Tables

The balance for any supplier-container is stored in 

tb_CLBContainerLibrary

The audit history for any supplier-container is stored in tb_CLAContainerLibraryAudit
Screens

A screen is provided in Zeus to show the containers in a supplier’s container library with the current holding total.

An adjustment screen is provided in Zeus to manually adjust a supplier-container position.

An audit history list screen is provided in Zeus to show the history for any supplier-container.

Charging

When the driver returns the job and the ‘delivered’ and ‘collected’ quantities are entered for the container, a charge quantity is worked out. If there are more containers delivered then collected then the charge quantity is positive. If there are more containers collected than delivered, then the charge quantity is zero.

Eg

Deliver 10

Collect 8

Charge 2

Library holding adjustment -2

Deliver 5

Collect 6

Charge 0

Library holding adjustment 1

Updating The Library

Regardless of what is chargeable, we still record the container difference if it is not zero. Where we deliver the same number we collect, the line is removed from the job at the ‘get prices’ stage.

When looking at holding values in the library…

A negative number = The customer holds our containers
A positive number = We hold customer’s containers
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
