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Overview

This document sets out the details of how the weee calculator works and should make the process absolutely clear. It is essential that this document is updated if the process is modified. In the first instance, the details are reverse engineered from the code and should therefore be scrutinised by the business to make sure that what has been coded is correct.

The Calculation

The base prices are stored in the tb_WCMWeeecareChargesMatrix table and there is one record in this table for each year. There is a maintenance screen for this table and if a price changes half way through the year then you can edit the values. 

Additionally, there is a table called tb_WWSWeeeWeightSteps which is used to calculate the Weee membership fee and for any given year there may be several price steps according to the total weight. The membership fee is based upon the customer’s total weight. The customer’s total weight is their total B2B+B2C waste.
The EA charge is stored in the service table tb_SERService and there is a link to the service in the WCMWeeecareChargesMatrix table using the fields WCMEAServiceIdType1, WCMEAServiceIdType2 and WCMEAServiceIdType3. These charges are applied as follows…

If the customer has a turnover of less than £1m then the price of the service in WCMEAServiceIdType3 is used.

Otherwise

If the customer is VAT registered then the price of the service in WCMEAServiceIdType2 is used.

If the customer is NOT VAT registered then the price of the service in WCMEAServiceIdType1 is used.

The costs for each category (1 to 13) for B2B Underwritten comes from tb_WCMWeeecareChargesMatrix and the field WCMB2B1Underwritten is used. The red 1 is any number from 1 to 13 depending upon the category.

The costs for each category (1 to 13) for B2B PayAsYouGo comes from tb_WCMWeeecareChargesMatrix and the field WCMB2B1 PayAsYouGo is used. The red 1 is any number from 1 to 13 depending upon the category.

The costs for each category (1 to 13) for B2C Underwritten comes from tb_WCMWeeecareChargesMatrix and the field WCMB2C1Underwritten is used. The red 1 is any number from 1 to 13 depending upon the category.

The costs for each category (1 to 13) for B2C PayAsYouGo comes from tb_WCMWeeecareChargesMatrix and the field WCMB2C1EstimatedArisings is used. The red 1 is any number from 1 to 13 depending upon the category.

Discounts have been disabled : 24th June 2009 (requested by PH and AC)

We also have a system whereby we may take on work for a preferential supplier and in this case this preferential supplier may have a discount associated with their account. The preferential suppliers live in the tb_PSUPreferentialSupplier table and their discount is stored in the PSUDiscount field. Discounts can be positive or negative.

The discount is applied to the total amounts for 

· Total B2B underwritten

· Total B2B pay as you go

· Total B2C underwritten

· Total B2C pay as you go

Minimum Weight Rules

We round the weight to work out the charge in some circumstances. Here are the rules.

Categories 1 – 10

· Minimum considered weight = 1000Kg

Categories 11 - 13

· Minimum considered weight = 500Kg

· If the weight is in between 500 – 1000Kg then the minimum considered weight = 1000Kg
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
